 English Grammar

Aims

· To provide students with tools to analyse language (sentences, paragraphs, discourse) from different perspectives: morphology, syntax, semantics, etc., resorting to different theories
· To bridge the gap between theory and practice so as to avoid the mere memorisation of rules and concepts. 

· To compare and contrast students’ own grammar with the grammar of the target language.
· To make students aware of the importance of having a thorough understanding of the subject in order to apply this knowledge to the different macro-skills (listening, speaking, reading and writing)
· To the extent that time allows, to suggest applications of grammatical notions to:

·  the other main curricular areas, namely ‘Language’ and / or ‘Phonetics’ 
·  students’ future profession as teachers and / or translators
· To suggest further areas of improvement and study beyond the course, instilling in learners the belief that learning is a life-long process.

Materials and activities

· Exam simulations, both written and oral 
· Sections from a variety of texts which will be analysed both syntactically and semantically according to different theories.

· Worksheets for both the practical and the theoretical components of the subject.

· Extra activities from other sources and materials, including those that may treat relevant grammatical concepts under other names than those provided in some syllabuses
